Secretary’s Report 
The AMCA have been contacted regarding permits going to Jo but as they will only send post to one 
address for the club it has been decided that Jo will receive all correspondence from them from now on.

Treasurer’s Report

Jo needs the address so that she can send the club’s contribution for the South Coast awards and also 
can all committee members let Jo have their email addresses again as they have been lost. 
 
Jo queried the invoice from the BMF as it appeared we were paying £60 for magazines. However, it 
seems that this invoice has been itemised and that we have not paid any more than the expected £323 
for membership. Jo also reported that she has not received the signing on sheets for Shamley Green (16 
Jan) or Ockley (20 Feb). 
 
An email has been received from Neville suggesting that the club sponsor Carol and Grace in the ‘Race 
for Life’. Richard suggested that the proceeds from the Christmas Trial which is always donated to 
charity be used and £100 be paid in advance. This was discussed and agreed to be a good idea by 
everyone. Any remaining funds will be donated after the trial. 
 
Jo is still working on the new style signing on sheets and the trials income and expenditure chart and 
these will follow in due course. 
 
Editor’s Report 
The newsletter has not yet gone out this month due to there being no articles! Richard offered to write 
a piece about the 3 Stage Trial and ask Robert McKenzie and Mark Stubberfield who rode in the event, if 
they could write something also. 
 
 
Membership Secretary’s Report
